Secretary-Treasurer’s Report:  
Kelly Joyce, as Secretary-Treasurer, reported that as of June 30, 2008, the section had $7329.00. ASA expenses included: $1479.43 for the reception, $300 student reception, $250 Hacker-Mullins Award, and $75.15 for award plaques. Thus, after these expenses, the section will have approximately $5224.00.

New Business: 
a. SKAT council members voted to replace the Merton award Author Meets Critic session with a SKAT session organized by the Merton winner. This session should be focused on the Merton winner’s new research. The Merton winner can also present new research in this session. 
b. The student representative position was discussed. It was decided to ask Chris Ganchoff, the student representative for SKAT, to help with membership and to assist in organizing the off-site reception in San Francisco. Jackie Orr will also be asked to help with membership and for nominations for the next student representative. 

c. The council voted to start a mentoring program. The program will ask mentors to meet with mentorees once at the ASA and twice by phone each academic year. Kelly Joyce offered to organize the mentoring program. She will send out an email to faculty and an email to students in late August, as well as compile and match mentorship names. 
d. Kelly Moore reported that she will look for a third person to work on newsletter. We need someone who will take charge of the newsletter and organize it (i.e., solicit articles, reviews, etc). 

 e. In 2007, SKAT section had 483 members. As of August 1, 2008, there are 482 SKAT members. 
f. The council voted to have an off site reception in San Francisco in 2009. Given their knowledge of SF, Jackie Orr (a Berkeley Ph.D) and Chris Ganchoff (Ph.D. student at UCSF) will be asked to organize the reception. The council also voted to try to have a joint reception with the Medical Sociology section in 2010. Kelly Moore offered to talk with Med Sociology section about a joint reception. 
g. The council voted to have three topic sessions in the 2009 ASA annual meeting. The sessions will be: 

· Food and Food Science. Potential organizers include David Hess. 

· Science, Technology, Bodies Session organized by Jackie Orr

· Science and Public Sociology Session. Susan Bell, Bowdoin College, will be asked to organize this session.
